Verify the manufacturer's roof edge details for accuracy to fit the assembly prior to fabrication.

INSTALLATION
Install in accordance with manufacturer's installation instructions.
Use provided fasteners consistent with manufacturer's instructions, suitable for the substrate to which it is being installed.
Install water cut-off, as recommended by the membrane manufacturer, under the anchor bar.

PROTECTION
Protect installed products until completion of project.
Touch-up, repair or replace damaged products before Substantial Completion.
